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COLLABORATIVE PROJECT PROPOSAL LETTER

Collaborative projects are discouraged under most circumstances. There are rare occasions when they may be approved.  Additional requirements for students completing their projects are as follows:

1. Both students are required to submit a typed proposal of their project to the Senior Project Coordinator. This proposal must be in BUSINESS LETTER FORMAT.

2.   The following information must be included in your proposal:

a.  Explanation of your project that includes details about the project and how much time will be 

     involved

b.  Explanation regarding why this project is a learning stretch, what new information you will be 

    obtaining, why you chose this project, and what knowledge do you have about this topic

c. Explanation regarding why two people are necessary to complete this project and a detailed 

    description of what each person will be doing

3.   The typed proposal will be submitted to the steering committee to decide if the proposal is advanced enough to require two people to complete. Proposals must be very thorough or the Site Steering Committee may deny the project because of insufficient information.

4.   Students will be required to write additional letters to the Senior Project Coordinator and the 

Senior Seminar Instructor by mid-April. The letter must be placed in the portfolio in order for the students to sign up for a presentation time.

5.    The following information must be included in the letters:


 a.  A detailed description of what each person accomplished for the project


 b.  A discussion of your experience working with a partner, which includes such information as:  

            what was most enjoyable, difficulties encountered, and how did working together help you to 

            create a better project

6.   If the collaborative project is approved by the committee, you will be notified with a letter and are 

      required to turn in the Collaborative Project Contract, and a new letter of intent with a parent    

      release form.
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
