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COLLABORATIVE PROJECT CONTRACT

Students who wish to work on their project collaboratively and have approval from the steering committee must sign the following contract and return to their Senior Seminar teacher. The student’s signature indicates an understanding of and agreement to follow the expectations outlined below.

Before choosing to work with another student, students must take the following into consideration:

1. If one student moves, becomes ill, or fails to complete their portion of the project for any reason, the other student is responsible for completing the above mentioned student’s portion of the project. An incomplete project due to the absence of another individual is not acceptable.

2. Students may find that they do not work as well with the selected partner as they had anticipated. Students must be aware that once they turn in their project Sign of Commitment, they must complete their chosen project. An inability to work with the selected partner does not excuse an incomplete or poor quality project. Therefore, students should use extreme caution in selecting a partner.

3. Students may discover that they are completing more work than the selected partner.  Again, any lack of participation by either party does not excuse a final project, paper, or presentation of poor quality or incompleteness.  

With the understanding of the above mentioned issues, please read, initial next to each item, and sign the bottom of the following contract.

I understand and agree to complete all aspects of the project should an 

incident occur in which my chosen partner is unable to complete their portion. I understand that an incomplete project due to the absence or lack of participation of my selected partner is unacceptable.

I understand that I must spend at least 15 hours completing my portion of the project, and that my partner must complete an additional 15 hours for their portion. In other words, our project will consist of at least 30 hours of preparation, as opposed to the 15 hour requirement for students completing this project individually.

I understand that my partner and I must complete different research/reflective papers, and that our project will be presented to the panel of judges individually.  I understand that I must also write an additional proposal letter on my own to the Senior Project Coordinator

___________
I understand that I am committed to both my presentation time and my partner’s presentation time, as I will act as a support for my partner during his/her presentation and he/she will act as a support during my presentation.

___________
I understand that I am expected to complete a project of extreme risk and challenge as I am completing the project with a partner. Therefore, I agree to complete a project of true quality and effort.

I understand and agree to abide by all of the terms outlined above.
