	· Provides high quality or exemplary product(s) which verify/support the conduct of the project

· Highly creative work
	· Provides model product(s) of above-average quality which verify/support the conduct of the project
	· Provides product(s) of acceptable quality  which verify/support the conduct of the project 
	· Lacks evidence of product(s) to support conduct of the project

	Use of Time

 (15%)
	· Managed own time and completion of project activities with minimal teacher supervision

· Verifies quality time far beyond 15 hours of work outside the classroom


	· Arranged time and completion of project activities with limited teacher supervision

· Verifies time beyond 15 hours of work outside the classroom   
	· Developed a reasonable plan to accomplish the project with timelines
