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REFLECTIVE QUESTIONS ON PROJECT 

Step One: Take a few minutes to reflect on your project.  The following questions are for you to use as a guide as you prepare to write your reflective essay. Please write complete, thorough and thoughtful answers. You will answer some of these questions as part of your essay. Which areas you choose to focus on are up to you.

1. What, if anything, did you learn about your topic that you didn't already know from doing your paper?

     
2. What did you learn about time management as you went through the process of completing your project?

     
3. What interesting or unique experiences did you have while completing your project?

     
4. Did you have a "peak performance" experience?  Did you experience "the zone"?

     
5. What did you learn about yourself in the process?  From choosing a project to getting your scores, what, if anything, did you learn about yourself?

     
6. What are you most proud of about this project? 

     
7. If you could do the project over again, what, if anything, would you change?

     
8. What was the most difficult part of doing this project? Thinking of an idea?  Any obstacles?  Time management?  The deadline?

     
9. When you have a long and complex project to do in the future, say in college or at work, what, if anything, will you do differently from what you did in completing this project?  Why?

     
10. Who/what was most helpful to you in doing this project?

     
11. Does this project reflect or represent your best effort?  If not, why not? 

     
12. What did you think the score of your project would be?  What did it turn out to be?  What was your reaction to that?  What have you learned from this?

     
13. Are you satisfied with the grade you earned on the project?  If not, why not?  Do you feel that this grade is an accurate reflection of the effort you put into doing the project?  What is the connection or relationship between the effort you expended and the grade you earned on your project?  Why?   

     
14. If you are not satisfied with the grade you earned, explain what grade you think you should have earned and why you think that you should have earned it.  Base your evaluation on the scoring criteria listed in the score sheet (which is objective) and not on your feelings or emotions about the paper (which are subjective).

     
15. As you think about the last part of the Senior Project process, the oral board, what, if anything, will you plan to do differently?  (with regard to time management, effort, quality, etc.)

     
16. Look over the answers you wrote in the Self-Evaluation.  What, if anything, is explained there that is not covered in the reflections?  What would you like your audience (me, your peers, or the world) to know about, or what else would you like to include in this reflection? (Write these points in short paragraphs, please).

     
Step Two: Read over the answers you wrote.  In MLA format, compose a well-written reflective essay in which you discuss the process of self-discovery.  

· Start with a quote, an anecdote, or a story.

· You must have a thesis statement.

· There must be a personal and a universal theme. 

· The theme should be self-discovery, what you have learned from the process; or what risk(s) you took in challenging yourself, and the result of taking those risk(s); or motivation; or having the experience of a peak performance; or something along those lines.  

· In the body, give concrete examples to support your thesis.  Be clear and concise.  It should not be more than two pages (typed).

· Make sure you have a clear conclusion.  

· Title the essay Reflections on My Senior Project (or something better and more creative if you can think of something clever).  
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
