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PRE-PROJECT REFLECTIVE ESSAY PROMPTS

Select one (1) of the following five essay assignments. The final draft of this essay will be included in your take-away portfolio. Therefore, it must be a minimum of two (2) pages, typed or word-processed, in Times New Roman, 12-point font, and in proper MLA format. (Please see MLA format example.)

CHOICE #1

Write a reflective essay about your high school years. You may want to focus on your best moments or your worst failures, your friends or your favorite teachers, your coolest classes or the class that almost “did you in.” When writing your essay think about some of the most important lessons you have learned and think about all the changes that have transpired in the last four years. 

CHOICE #2 

Write an essay dedicated to your parents/guardians. In this paper, reflect on their support of you during your high school career. You may want to focus on what you most want to thank them for or what you most want to explain to them about past events. 

CHOICE #3

Write an essay in which you discuss what you hope to accomplish your senior year. You may want to focus on your goals, your grades, involvement in school activities, your classes or what you plan to do after graduation.

CHOICE #4 

Write an essay in which you share what you have learned from your high school experience. You may want to focus on what you would have done differently and what you’ve done right. You could discuss particular classes, activity involvement and your achievements. 

CHOICE #5

Write an essay that you will need for your college or university application. Follow the instructions in the manual for the college or university to which you are going to apply. If the college essay requires more than two pages, expand the essay to meet the two page minimum requirements.
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
