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Directions:  If you need to see examples, you can use the Write for College handbook.

1. Make a Works Cited card for an article of your choice (magazine, newspaper, periodical, etc.).  Don’t forget to put a number in the upper right-hand corner that will tie the bibliography card to each of the note cards.

2. On the back of the card write your name and “Sample Works Cited Card”.

3. Now, make three note cards from the article:

a. First, select a direct quote from the article.  Don’t forget the page number you got the quote from.  In the upper right-hand corner, put the same number that you put on the bibliography card.  On the back of this card, write your name and “Quote”.

b. Next, paraphrase one or two paragraphs from the article.  Don’t forget the page number or numbers that the paraphrased information came from.  In the upper right-hand corner, put the same number that you put on the bibliography card and the first note card.  On the back of this card, write your name and “Paraphrase”.

c. Finally, make a note card that summarizes a long passage (three to five paragraphs) of information.  Don’t forget to put the number in the upper right-hand corner to match this card with the others.  Also, don’t forget to put the page number or numbers that the summarized information comes from.  On the back of this card, write your name and “Summary”.

4. Make another works cited card.  Make a works cited card for any book in the room.  On this card, put another number in the upper right-hand corner.  On the back of the card, write your name and “Sample Works Cited Card 2”.
