Creating a Works Cited Page

1. Sources must be in alphabetical order.

2. Only sources actually quoted, paraphrased or summarized and cited within the paper are to be included in the Works Cited page.

3. The text on the page should be double spaced throughout, with second and third lines of individual sources indented an additional ½ inch.
