Step One: Take a few minutes to reflect on your paper.  The following questions are for you to use as a guide as you prepare to write your reflective essay. You will answer some of these questions as part of your essay. Which areas you choose to focus on are up to you. 

1. What is the topic of your paper?  Why did you choose this topic?

     
2. What are you most proud of about this paper? 

     
3. If you could do the paper over again, what would you change?

     
4. What was the most difficult part of doing this research paper?  The research?  The writing? The revisions?  The editing?  Finding information on your topic?  Time management?  The deadlines?

     
5. When you have a long and complex project to do in the future, say in college or at work, what will you do differently from what you did in completing this paper?  Why?

     
6. What was most helpful to you in doing this paper?

     
7. From doing the research, what if anything, did you learn about your topic?

     
8. From the process, from choosing a topic to getting your scores, what, if anything, did you learn about yourself?

     
9. Does this paper reflect or represent your best effort?  If not, why not? 

     
10. What did you think the score of your paper would be?  What did it turn out to be?  What was your reaction to that?  What have you learned from this?

     
11. Are you satisfied with the grade you earned on the paper?  If not, why not?  Do you feel that this grade is an accurate reflection of the effort you put into doing the paper?   

     
12. If you are not satisfied with the grade you earned, explain what grade you think you should have earned and why you think that you should have earned it.  Base your evaluation on the scoring criteria listed in the score sheet (which is objective) and not on your feelings or emotions about the paper (which are subjective).

     
13. As you think about the next two parts of the Senior Project process, the project and the oral board, what, if anything, will you plan to do differently?  (with regard to time management, effort, quality, etc.)

     
Step Two: Read over the answers you wrote.  In MLA format, write a brief essay in which you discuss your paper.  Be clear and concise.  It should not be more than one page.  Title the essay Reflections on My Senior Project Research Paper. 
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
