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CAREER REPORT INSTRUCTIONS

There are two parts to the assignment:

1. Researching one occupation.  Go on the Internet, look in the library (check for a book called Occupational Outlook, interview people who have the job (such as your Senior Project mentor), or go to www.careercruising.com.  Your teacher will give you the username and password for Career Cruising.

2.   Writing a report entitled "Career Research" which summarizes your findings from the    

      research and/or interviews.

The purpose of this assignment is for YOU to be an investigator and find out what it would be like to have the career YOU are interested in pursuing.  You must find out what education you will need, what training and skills you will need, what doing the work is REALLY like, how much money you will make, how long you'll have to go to school AFTER you graduate from high school, etc.

STEP 1:  Choose the one career that you would like to investigate.  (Use the Career Research Worksheet on pages 62-63 as a guide when compiling your information).

STEP 2:  Once you have identified the one career that interests you, you must do some research on the career of your choice to gather some important information about that possible career.  Using the careercruising.com website, the Internet or by interviewing a person who has the job (such as your Senior Project mentor); answer the questions on the Career Research Worksheet (pages 62-63) for your choice.  Write your answers in complete sentences on a separate sheet of paper. 

STEP 3:  Write a two to three (2 to 3) page report titled “Career Research Report” which summarizes the results of your research.

The report must be in MLA format and must be typed in 12-point Times New Roman, be double spaced, and have with one-inch margins.

DO NOT include any pictures, graphs, etc. except in an appendix.

You must have a Works Cited Page with a minimum of two sources.
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
