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Q & A with a Psychologist

Throughout the course of the first unit of study, we have encountered many different psychologists, whose work associates them with the various approaches to psychological study. You’re objective in this assignment is to select one of the theorists covered, do research on the individual, and then present it in question and answer format.
Instructions: Create a Q&A conversation with a psychologist of your choosing. To accomplish this, do the following:

· Use at least two sources to gather information about a psychologist of your choice. He or she may be one of the individuals we learned about this unit, or someone you find on your own.
· Use the information gathered to generate at least 15 questions you might ask the individual. The questions can deal with both personal and professional life, but most (10) should deal with his/her contributions to the field of psychology.

· Complete your paper in Q&A format, using the researched information to provide answers as if you were conducting an interview with the individual.

For example, say you were granted a 15-minute face-to-face with Sigmund Freud, and he agreed to meet you at the local Starbucks. You might begin with …

Q: Could you please explain to me the concept of your Theory of Personality?

A: Well, as I see it, the personality is divided into three separate forces, the Id, the Ego, and the Superego. The Id is the unconscious force within us that constantly seeks satisfaction and immediate gratification. The Ego, meanwhile, is our conscious self which operates within the rules of the real world. And the Superego is the later-developing moral side to our psyche, constantly at odds with the Id.
