Plagiarism/Cheating Policy

Plagiarism: Given the seriousness of plagiarism, it is important to know exactly what it is and what you can do to avoid it. Here is a simple test to determine whether something is plagiarized: ask yourself, is this information, idea, or statement common knowledge? If the answer is no, then ask yourself, did this information, idea, or statement come from a source outside myself, or did it come from my own experience as a result of my own creative activity? If the information, idea, or statement is not common knowledge, and if it came from an outside source, then you must credit that source. Failure to do so constitutes plagiarism. 

Cheating: Collaboration (unless specified by the teacher), copying, or sharing answers (with or without the other person’s consent), violating teacher-specified test-taking procedures, and plagiarism are considered cheating. The following three penalties will result for students who violate the cheating policy:

1.
A zero grade on the assignment for students involved in cheating or allowing their work to be copied.

2.
Parent notification.

3.
Automatic “U” in citizenship on report card for that marking period. 
Further offenses will result in referral to administration for disciplinary action in addition to the above penalties, and may be grounds for removal from special programs, e.g., IB, Pre-IB, Advanced Placement, and/or Academy programs.
