Drug Project – Making “the Band”

You and your group (the band), will write a song/poem about your assigned drug.    This is an informational/anti-drug song/poem.  You may use music you are familiar with, or create your own tune.  Lyrics must be original.  Song topics will be drawn from a “hat”.  Trading or exchanging topics will NOT be allowed.

The Song

· Try to make your song/poem rhyme and flow

· Using your textbook, notes from class, and reliable internet sources include the following information in your song:

1. What is the drug? (Include the classification and some street/trade names)

2.  What is the method of administration?  (How does it get into the body?)

3. What are the main short-term and long-term effects?

4. What are the common uses? (Medical uses, recreational or both)

5. Is it legal/illegal? Explain.

6. Does dependence develop? (physiological, psychological, withdrawal symptoms)

7. What is the treatment? or Where can you go for help if you have a problem with this drug?

· Come up with a name for your song/poem, a band name for your group, and design a CD cover.  The band name and CD cover need to reflect an anti-drug message.

· Research anti-drug groups and come up with at least one sponsor for your album/CD

· example: Sponsored by: “ The National Institute on Drug Abuse”

· A typed copy of the lyrics with all group members’ names on it will be turned in to me along with the CD cover containing the band name and sponsor on performance day.

· Self evaluate your work using the form below and attach it to your lyrics and CD cover.

The Performance

· Each group will perform their song/poem.  You may perform the song “live,” or you may videotape the song outside of class time and play it as a music video for the class.

· During the performances, each student will evaluate a minimum of 3 bands using the “Group Evaluation Form”
